4. Minutes of last Meeting:  Read and agreed as a true record.  Prop:  CVRC and Second ECRC, carried.

5. Matters Arising:  ECRC asked about BHS Volunteer Scheme as said not easy to find out about it. They were directed to the appropriate website page. Not many people at the meeting have signed up to it.  Brief discussion about it. 
6. Treasurers report: Small loss made this year mainly due to subsidising training.  Discussion regarding payment of Area Liaison fees for this year and agreed to hold in abeyance revisit next year.  No questions from the floor, Proposed :  TWRC, Seconded:  NRC -  agree to adopt the accounts and thanks to Sue once more for their production.

7. Qualifiers 2018:

· FOH Challenge @ Chyverton – CTG ran.  Day went well.  
· Intermediate Senior Dressage and Showjumping @ Duchy – Area team ran.  

· Junior Novice and Intermediate Dressage and Showjumping @ Duchy and St Leonards – Area team ran
· Winter Dressage @ Duchy – Area team ran.  Ran well.

· Winter Novice SJ @ Duchy – Area team ran.  Ran well.
· Combined Training @ Colraine – Area team ran.  Juniors did not run due to change of date and lack of paramedic cover.  ECRC won the ballot and came third at Champs with a Trec individual also attending Champs.  Confusion about the dressage arenas and where riders could warm up.  To be addressed at this year’s qualifier.
· Summer Dressage @ St Leonards – Held over two days by the venue on the surface.  Laid back weekend. 
· Summer Showjumping @ Chyverton – Newquay ran.  Initial plan was to hold juniors on Saturday with seniors on Sunday, but low junior entries meant that all ran on the Sunday.  Pleasant day.
· Horse Trials @ St Leonards – Venue ran with area input.  Dressage on the rugby pitches meant the phases worked well.  Scorers were located over their too so scores came across quickly.  Radio connection from Rugby pitches to scorers was a bit hit and miss due to distance hopefully, new radios will be available this year.

8. Forthcoming rule changes: 
Recently introduced fall rules.  Read carefully as impacts on Club events.  At Qualifiers if you fall off you need to be seen by and given the ok by a doctor or paramedic to be able to ride again that day.  First aiders at any Club event must not advise fallers that they can ride again.  That decision must be made by the rider themselves.  However, if the first aider feels that they are not fit to ride again that rider must not. 

New class at the FoH which will be an Open Individual 80cm to be run on the Sunday of Championship weekend, to be introduced 

Loopholes identified in the Arena Eventing rules that will be closed for next year’s competition.

Qualifiers will not be held on the same dates as BRC Championships.

10. Area Training/Unaffiliated Competitions: 
2018 Training – Spencer Wilton, high costs, but greatly subsidised to our members.  Positive feedback on the whole.  BRC HQ Area training aimed at Intro/Prelim Dressage riders with Padraig McCarthy, we funded an open group for higher level riders.
2019 Training – 2nd December show jumping training with Padraig McCarthy at Duchy College.  Some clubs advised that they hadn’t received details for this training although it was agreed that clubs had a responsibility to pass information amongst themselves and ensure we had the correct email address when officers changed. It was advertised on the Area Website and Facebook in addition to being sent to Chairs and Secs of clubs.

Cross country training was discussed, but logistics are confusing.

Any suggestions for future training to Caroline.
Unaffiliated Horse Trials Competition August 2019 – Hard to get help as it is not a qualifier and entries have been waning.  Agreed that we do not have to run this event and that St Leonards can run this under their own banner if they wish. 
11. AOB:  Need to ensure that Clubs receive information, but this is very dependent upon clubs letting us know their current contact names and details.

CTG – is it possible to have a generic calendar that all clubs could post their events on to try and avoid date and event clashes ?  Agreed a good idea in principle, but not sure how logistically it could be done in practice.  Janet and Emma to get together and report back.

TWRC -  none.

HDRC – do clubs have to have a safeguarding officer ?  Yes, even if they do not have junior members, they hold open events where juniors attend and should have a safeguarding plan for each event.
